Conditions of Play 2010

1) Matches will consist of two or four chukkas.

2) All tournaments will be played in accordance with 2007 HPA Rules and HPA Regulations for Official
Tournaments, unless otherwise stated in Conditions of Play or entry forms.

3) Once a draw has been made, no changes will be permitted.
4) The Tournament Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.
5) Team entry fee is as specified on the Sussex Polo Website.

6) All completed team entry forms must be received by the Polo Office one week prior to the
commencement date of the tournament.

7) All entry fees must likewise be paid in full by this date. Failure to play or cancellation at late
notice will result in a forfeit of the entry fee.

8) Teams will be required to provide a qualified umpire, for the game before or the game after
they play. They may also be asked to supply a referee. Failure to provide an umpire will result in
a fine of £50 per game.

9) Teams will be required to provide an umpire pony, saddled as for polo, for either their own
game, the game before or after they play. Clarification as to for which of these matches a team
will supply an umpire pony must be received by the Polo Office 24 hours prior. Umpire horses can
be supplied at a cost of £50 per game by Sussex Polo, if pre-booked. Failure to provide an umpire
horse will result in a fine of £50.

10) All players and grooms must wear hard hats at all times when riding at Sussex Polo.
11) No ponies are allowed to be stationed in safety zones by grooms during play

12) All horses visiting Sussex Polo Club must be vaccinated against Equine Influenza and free of
infectious diseases.

13) Under 2005 E.U. directives, all horses must be accompanied by their passports.

14) In the event of bad weather, matches may be postponed.

15) Overnight livery must be pre-booked, and will be charged at £5 per horse.

16) It is a condition of entry that every participating player agrees without formality, to being
photographed and/or recorded by film, video, television cameras and sound equipment at all
times when they are present at any event relating to the tournament wherever such events take

place and to surrender all rights in respect of such photographs and recordings.

17) Any visiting players requiring Sussex staff to groom for them must pay £5 per horse to the grooms
direct.

18) Teams that are included in a presentation after a match must present themselves to the
presentation area no later than 10 minutes after the final bell in team colours, whites and boots.
All other prize-givings will be on horseback immediately after the final bell.

Los iguales consistiran en dos o cuatro chukkas.

Todos torneos seran jugados de acuerdo con 2007 Reglas de HPA y Regulaciones de HPA para Torneos
